e Catalan is the most spoken language at the Universitat de Girona, so the
International Office organizes with the Modern Language Services an
Introductory course to the Catalan language and culture before the
semester starts. The course is free of charge for all the exchange students
and they can get 3ECTS.

Its purpose is to help students adapt to the
demands of the European labor market, acquire specific skills and improve their
understanding of the economic and social environment of the country of destination,
while acquiring work experience.

A tourist Visa is not
sufficient to study in Spain.

PLEASE BE AWARE that if you have a Student Visitor Visa you will not be able to
work (either paid work or unpaid/ voluntary work).

It is important to take into account that although Girona is a very comfortable city,
comfort has its price, sometimes quite high.

According to a monthly estimate including only lodging and food, a student will need
around €800 to live in Girona.

Accommodation:
- Student Residence: between 450€ /550
- One room in a shared flat: between 250 € and 350 € per month (excluding
water and electricity expenses)
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Books/ Meals/ Transport: about 300 € per month.
