USask follows the credit unit (c.u.) system
3 c.u.is a one-term course; a 6 c.u. course is a full academic year.

Exchange Student must maintain full-time student status.
Undergraduate: A minimum of 9 credit units per term.
A maximum is 15 credit units per term.

Graduate: A maximum is 9 credit units per term.

Students must meet the prerequisite (or equivalents) of the course to be
permitted to register. The prerequisites are listed under the course titles in the
course catalogue.
